1. EERKDERK < Purpose of International Exchanges >
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Nowadays in all fields of science, globalization is a common factor.
Rehabilitation medical care and health care technology are no exceptions. One
of the educational objectives of our school is to “develop the ability to
contribute to the globalization of health and welfare”. Since opening our
school in 2003 we have tried to establish a close international relationship
with institutions in overseas countries. Below, details of the international

academic exchanges with overseas institutions in 2024 are shown.
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From dJuly 29 to August 1, 2025, 24 third-year students from our
Department of Physical Therapy participated in an international exchange
program with one professor and ten students from the Catholic University of
Pusan (CUP). Additionally, from March 10 to March 13, 2026, one faculty
member and 10 third-year students from our Department of Physical
Therapy visited CUP. During these international exchange programs,
academic exchanges were held where students presented on each other’s
cultures and academic topics, and faculty members from both universities

also gave presentations on their respective fields of expertise. Furthermore,



two guest lecturers active in Yamaguchi Prefecture were invited to deliver
special lectures on “Physical Therapy for Hip Joint Disorders” and “Sports
Physical Therapy,” which were attended by students from both schools.
Following the COVID-19 pandemic, international exchange programs with

CUP have returned to normal this academic year.
